     Pope Leo recently praised the practice of the Advent Rorate Mass 
saying, “Frequent participation in the Holy Masses of Rorate may 
help […] to develop the virtue of hope in anticipation of Holy 
Christmas.”

     I pray that this Advent season has brought you many blessings 
and opportunities to attune your heart and soul to the Divine gifts 
of the Christmas season ahead! I also greet all of our visitors who 
join us for the great solemnities of our Savior’s birth! The Lord 
Himself arrived in the womb of His mother in silence; there was no 
fanfare at His birth. In the home at Nazareth, love was more often 
communicated by quiet deeds rather than by voice and noise.  
     As such, I pray that our liturgical celebrations of the Christmas 
mystery can afford you a time of profound silence. It is not an emp-
ty silence, but rather a silence that makes room for deeper reflection 
on the events which inaugurated our salvation. Such reflection is 
shown to us by our Lady, who after the visit of the shepherds to 
Bethlehem, “kept all these things, reflecting on them in her 
heart.”

Let us pray that we 
may celebrate Christmas with all the love and fervor found in the 
very heart of our Blessed Mother! If we do so, God’s grace will 
change us by Christ’s birth and make us ready to celebrate His mys-
teries in the unending joys of Heaven.
